We will still send you one electricity
bill every month; however, you will pay a little 
extra for your purchase of the GreenUp option
you select. If you use 500 kilowatt-hours (kWh) of 
electricity in a month, for example, you would pay
between $7.50 and $12.00 more each month.

Getting Started with GreenUp
To sign up for your GreenUp renewable energy
option, contact the supplier or complete and mail
the attached postage-paid enrollment card, indi-
cating your choice of the GreenUp supplier
and option listed.

To stop participating, simply notify your GreenUp
renewable energy supplier directly. You will not be
charged a termination fee, and you will remain a
National Grid customer.
